Dear Parent/Carer 

 

 

Have your financial circumstances changed recently? If you are in receipt of certain benefits, your 

child may be eligible for Free School Meals/Pupil Premium. 

• Income Support 

• income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance 

• income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

• support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

• the guaranteed element of Pension Credit 

• Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an 

annual gross income of no more than £16,190) 

• Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit 

• Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less than 

£7,400 a year (after tax and not including any benefits you get) 

 

If your child is eligible for Free School Meals, they are currently entitled to: 

• A free school meal every day in term-time 

• Supermarket vouchers available in holiday periods 

• Holiday club funding 

In addition, your child’s school will receive Pupil Premium funding, which can help with: 

• Extra support for your child’s learning 

• Possible support for uniform/trips/clubs (by arrangement with the Headteacher)

To see if you are eligible, please phone the Helpline on 0116 305 5000. They will need your name, date of 

birth and National Insurance number to perform a quick check. If you are eligible, this can be put 

in place very quickly. 

 

 

Note: Free School Meals/Pupil Premium is separate to Universal Free School Meals, where every child in 

Reception, year 1 and 2 receives a free meal. You have to register separately, via the above, to 

access the benefits of Free School Meals/Pupil Premium.
